When | think of the Village of Beulah, | envision a small, picturesque downtown
on Crystal Lake. During our meeting on Wednesday, March 24, we discussed
universal design aspects as they relate to people with disabilities and the
elderly. Incorporating universal design means access for all. We discussed
accessibility features and the importance of accessible parking for individuals
with mobility impairments, tactile stripping for individuals with visual
impairments, accessible restroom features for all, and barrier free access to
focal areas. Barrier free access to focal areas includes access to the beach and
water, and accessible playground equipment. Moby Mats and wheel chairs
made for beach terrain can provide access to the beach and water. A universally
designed play area provides a space for all generations, and various abilities to
come together to share and create memories.

As a member of Disability Network/Northern Michigan’s Access Team, we
understand the significance and importance to attention to detail in the case of
Universal design.
